Cambeiro was a successful architect in Cuba, who was forced to flee his country
in 1962 with his wife, small child and nothing but the clothes on their backs when
Fidel Castro took over the country. By December1962, he moved to Las Vegas
for work with the city’s largest developer at that time. Soon he was the first Latin
architect licensed in the Silver State after passing the professional exam given in
English. A few years later, he opened his own architectural firm and worked night
and day to become one of Las Vegas’ most productive and respected
professional citizens. Several elementary schools were among his design work
and rightfully an elementary school carries his name.
